2. Security Drill Update - Acting Superintendent Flach-Bammer noted that the district is required to conduct 
       one (1) security drill per month per NJDOE regulations and that this will take place before November 30.    
 3.   Eat Right Move More Grant Award - Acting Superintendent Flach-Bammer stated that the district has

       received notification from the State of NJ Department of Agriculture that it has been selected as the grand  
       prize winner in the New York Jets’ Eat Right Move More program for the 2010-2011 school year!

       Acting Superintendent noted that Mrs. Werner had submitted the grant on behalf of the Netcong School


 District and then “Thanked” Mrs. Werner for her efforts.  Acting Superintendent noted that as the grand 

prize winner, the school will be visited by D’Brickshaw Ferguson of the New York Jets and other Jets and state dignitaries, to kick off the program for the school year on Tuesday, December 14, 2010.  Acting Superintendent Flach-Bammer stated that our students will have the opportunity to ask questions and interact with Mr. Ferguson.  In addition, Acting Superintendent Flach-Bammer stated that the school will receive 8 tickets to send students and staff chaperone representatives to be recognized at the Jets home football game on December 12, 2010.  Acting Superintendent Flach-Bammer stated that the school will also receive $5,000, provided by a partnership with the American Dairy Association and Dairy Council, to purchase new refrigeration and other kitchen equipment to allow increased offerings of fresh fruits and vegetables for the students of our school.  Acting Superintendent Flach-Bammer noted that Administration was in the process of providing opportunities for the children to be selected as one of the 8 recipients that will attend the Jets football game on Sunday, December 12, 2010.  Acting Superintendent Flach-Bammer stated that this is a wonderful opportunity for our children, not to mention the $5,000 that will be provided to the district to purchase kitchen equipment/supplies which is desperately needed by the district!

 to be selected as one (1) of the six (6) students to attend the Jets football game on December 12, 2010.      

Acting Superintendent Flach-Bammer stated that Administration is considering hosting an essay  competition, as well as, nutrition and character education considerations, etc. for this purpose.  Board Trustee Marianne Callahan inquired if the opportunity to attend the Jets football game would be extended to all children,  Acting Superintendent Flach-Bammer stated “yes”.  A brief discussion ensued.
